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Aim:   
This study is aiming to focus on the effect of parvovirus B19 infection on blood counts, particularly hemoglobin and reticulocyte count, on individuals with normal Hb variant.
Methods:
Study group, 100 individuals, is recruited from Basra Center for Hereditary Blood Diseases and Premarital Clinic in Al-Sader Teaching Hospital whose hemoglobin variant is normal by hemoglobin HPLC and/or capillary electrophoresis. The samples are test for parvovirus B19 using serological and molecular methods. 

Results:
Significantly low hemoglobin is detected in those who have parvovirus infection compared with those who do not.
Conclusion: 
Parvovirus B19 infection should be considered in any patient who have unexplained low Hb.
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
